This is the translation
of the word ‘Islam’ — we pray for, Muslims, the billion followers
around the world of whom 1.5M live in the UK. Pray for all those who
encounter and assist us to encounter with contemporary Islam.

Pray for all who are engaged in the drinks industry. Bartenders and
publicans, brewers and wine makers, distillers and distributors. Pray
also for work of Alcoholics Anonymous , men and women who share
their experience, strength and hope with each other that they may
solve their common problem and help others to recover from
alcoholism.

The Conception of the
Blessed Virgin Mary

We give thanks for the gift above all gifts, that God became man, the
Word became Flesh, in the person of Jesus Christ for our salvation. At
this time of Advent we pray that we may prepare ourselves for the
Feast of the Nativity and be enabled to see the incarnate presence in
the faces of our brothers and sisters.

Corruption is dishonest or unethical conduct of those in authority.
We pray for victims of corruption and for those who work in roles of
prevention. We pray for those in authority that they may not be
tempted by personal objectives.

Pray for those who suffer visual impairment or loss. Issues concerned
with sight are hugely disabling and often put individuals on the
periphery of society. Pray for all who work to reduce the suffering,
research the causes, provide medical treatment and campaign for
change for positive impact.

John of the Cross, Poet,
Teacher of the Faith,1591

Pray for all who suffer from poor mental health. In particular we pray
for those who suffer depression, anxiety disorders, relationship
problems, grief, addiction, ADHD and learning disability, mood
disorder. Pray for their families, carers and medical and support staff.

Pray for those whose lives are enriched by their ‘Companion Animals’.
Human lives are often transformed through befriending dogs and cats
(and horses) —the lonely, disabled, housebound, poor mental health,
prisoners, those in recovery. (Today is Feline Day)

Pray for ourselves, as individuals and humanity. We often fail to live
up to God’s expectations yet part of the message of salvation is that
the ultimate sacrifice brings us back together with God — God is the
author of reconciliation, Christ is the agent and we are the
Ambassadors.

She
won’t talk. She won’t eat. She wakes the neighbours with nightmares.
The fear stopped her mind. She is too shocked to have a personality
anymore."

Thomas Becket,
Archbishop of
Canterbury, Martyr, 1170

We pray for Archbishop Justin. We pray for the three priorities on
which he focuses his ministry: 1. Prayer and the Religious Life, 2.
Reconciliation, and 3. Evangelism and Witness. Enable us to work with
him in brining positive change in these areas of priority.

Pray for all engaged in animal husbandry. Today for pig farmers in
particular — ask that our treatment of all domesticated stock be ethical
and humane. Recognizing that pigs are curious animals and prone to
stress.
